
You must be a graduating high school senior from a school in Charlotte,
DeSoto, Manatee, or Sarasota County.
You must have "Exceptional Financial Need" and be Pell Eligible, as determined
by the 2024-25 FAFSA (or provide alternative documentation to demonstrate
financial need if you are unable to complete FAFSA due to immigration status).
You must have at least a 3.0 unweighted cumulative GPA.
You must plan to attend an accredited college or university to complete a
bachelor's (4-year) degree. Students attending state colleges are eligible.
