GORP is a Girl Scout vision of Trail Mix. Nuts, cereal, raisins, and candy are
all great things to add. First, make sure that there are no nut allergies. Then
- have each girl bring an item to mix in their GORP mixture. This is a great
simple alternative to a complicated meal.

SWAPS are small tokens of friendship that Girl Scouts exchange with one
another, and each SWAP uniquely reflects a fellow Girl Scout, their troop,
or a memory of a special event.

All players who like pizza must stand and quickly find a new seat that
is more than 2 chairs away from them. If the player is not able to find a vacant seat, he
or she is the new person who is in the middle.
